The second Humberside track league of the season was held at Cleethorpes on Sunday 7th June. Due to the Humberside county champs been combined with the South Yorkshire champs at Sheffield this year, many events for the younger age groups were scheduled into the track league programme.
Scunthorpe and district were not to disappoint with 3 of their younger athletes adding to the already impressive list of county champions at the club. Star spot however must go to Kate PATTERSON who not only won won the under 13’s girls discus,with a throw  29.90 which is a club record  but now finds herself currently ranked second in the country for the age group. Kate has made massive improvements this year, throwing nearly 10 metres further than she managed last year. Her target for the season is to edge past the 30m mark but also better the county record of her current training partner Abi CARTER from Hull who is one of the top female under17 throwers in the country. Kate then went on to show her athletism by gaining second in the hurdles and rounded the day off with gold in the Javelin. (This was to go with shot putt gold she had already won at Sheffield)
Not to be out done Ellie Standerline showed her potential by winning the under 13 girls sprints. Ellie had earlier in the season won the 80m sprint at Sheffield in a new county record. Ellie won her heats in 14.1 seconds then matched that time to win the final. Ellie then had to settle for 3rd place in the 200m final. She is another athlete who will have her eye on club records as her strength improves.
The third gold medallist was Jacob HAMMOND in the under 15 boy’s triple jump. Jacob who had won 5 medals at the earlier championships found himself involved in an all Scunthorpe battle for the gold medal with Andrew HARMES and Anthony GILLATT. Jacob took the early lead, but after round 3 found he had to go to run the mile event. Andrew then seized this opportunity and went into the lead as he improved his rhythm. Good sportsmanship was then shown by the two other Scunthorpe athletes allowing Jacob to take his final three jumps after coming second in the mile. Now everybody expected Jacob to be tired after his run but far from it as he improved with every jump in the final three rounds. To lead an excellent 1-2-3 for the club. Jacob had earlier set a new best in the 80m hurdles.
A further county medallist was Georgia BONES who despite been new to the event won a silver in the under 13’s discus just behind Kate, before finishing seventh in the Javelin.
Other winners on the day in the normal track league events saw Daniel HARMES win the junior men 100m, 200m and shot. Kieran BURR in the under 17 Javelin, Jess GARROD in the under 17 triple jump, shot and Discus. Shanie STATHERS U15 girls High Jump and Elicia BONES in the under 15 girls shot. 

Finally the league saw two Scunthorpe veteran athletes have their own personal duel throughout the day. What else do you do on your Sunday off instead of compete in the  100m , 200m ,400m, mile, Shot , Discus and Javelin. After a gruelling 5 hours of competing Neil PATTISON took the honours winning 5 events to Gary SPACEY’S two.
