An early morning start on Saturday saw 3 Scunthorpe athletes travel to the Rockingham Triangle Stadium in Corby, Northamptonshire for the East Anglian Schools regional combined events championships. Boys and girls from the counties of Lincolnshire, Bedfordshire, Cambridgeshire, Essex, Norfolk and Northhamptonshire to compete for themselves and as a county team.

Keiran Burr of De Aston School  is an intermediate boy and they compete in the Octathlon.  Keeiran started his competition well with the long jump. He continued to produce reasonably good results with the discus throw, the javelin and finished the day with the 400m. His javelin is his best event and he threw 41.69m. All of his first day results were close to personal best performances.

Day 2 of the competition started with the 100mhurdles and then the high jump, shot put and finished the competition with the event most combined eventers hate – the 1500m. He finished 2nd in his heat after a good tussle with the 3 placed athlete, both of whom were well ahead of the other boys.

His Overall results were:

Day 1: LJ – 5.42m: DT – 22.53m: JT – 41.69m: 400m – 58.5s

Day 2: 100m hurdles – 17.5s: HJ – 1.51m: SP – 10.30m: 1500m – 5m04.2s.   His accumulated points total was 3578 (PB) and place him 9th out of 20.

The girls, both in the intermediate girls age group did themselves proud. Both girls, Alice Kaye and Olivia Jackson go to Caistor Grammar School.  The girls compete in the heptathlon.

Their events are; Day 1:  80m hurdles, high jump, shot put, the 200m. Day 2 starts with the long jump, then javelin throw and finishes with the 800m.

Both girls tried very hard and did well against the competition in the hurdles, and reasonably well in the high jump. Unfortunately, neither of them are shot putters and in this event lost valuable points.  Both did very well to close the day in the 200m and Alice’s time of 25.7s equalled her PB and was the fastest time by over a second. 

Day 2 started with the long jump and both did reasonably well. Olivia fared much better in the javelin. After 2 days of competition they are tired and have to finish with the 800m. Both girls did extremely well. Alice smashed her PB by 7 seconds and Olivia narrowing missing hers. Alice finished the competition with 3 new PB’s and well done to Olivia she achieved 5 new PB’s

Their results were:

Alice Kaye: 80m hdls – 13.2s PB; HJ – 1.36; SP – 6.50; 200m – 25.7 =PB;             LJ -  4.65m; JT – 10.79m; 800m – 2m25.8 PB;  Points 3578 PB , 4th place of 14.

Olivia Jackson: 80hdls – 15.0 PB; HJ – 1.27m; SP – 5.80m; 200m – 28.7 PB; LJ – 3.98m PB; JT – 17.40m PB; 800m – 2m33.5s PB. Points achieved 2871 PB. 8th place

Alice and Olivia now progress to the English Schools combined events final in September at The International track at Bedford as part of the Lincolnshire inter girls team. Well done to them all. 

Alice now goes back to training for her specialist event, the 200m, for when she competes in July at Sheffield for the English Schools Individual Championships.urdlesh
